Ben van den
Dungen, who has been business manager at Ketelaars since March 2009
says, "It did look as if history was going to repeat itself, because just like in
2001, the economic situation was not very robust. And although VUTEk was a
step ahead of the others because of its solid reputation, we were still realistic
enough to know that the QS3200r was too high a target for our budget. When
VUTEk came up with a proposal that was solidly within our range of options,
right around the holiday period, they promptly went back into first place. The
decision to take the plunge again with VUTEKk is probably one of the nicest
Christmas presents that | can remember.”
